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Values of the Blind in Adolescence
And The Age and Sex

Abstract : An abbreviated form of Rokeach’s value survey
was administered to (116) blind and (132) sighted adolescents.
Results indicated that exciting life, world at peace, self-respect,
and sense of accomplishment were ranked as the top four values
by blind adolescents.

Statistically significant differences were found among
these persons in ranking comfortable life and family security
according to sex, and in ranking comfortable life according to
age.

Results also indicated statistically significant differences in
the value hierarchies of blind and sighted subjects on four values
only. The values are: comfortable life, self-respect, true
friendship, and exciting life.
