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HISTORY OF QATAR UNIVERSITY

In 1973, having foreseen education as a principle contribution 
to its expanding society, the Emir of Qatar issued a decree 
proclaiming the establishment of Qatar’s first national College 
of Education. Among a small population, the college admitted 
a respectable 57 male and 93 female students in its first year. 

After several semesters, rapid development of the country 
made it necessary to expand upon the College of Education 
to accommodate new areas of specialization.  In 1977, 
Qatar University was founded with four colleges: Education; 
Humanities & Social Sciences; Sharia, Law, & Islamic Studies; 
and Science. By 1985, two additional colleges, Engineering 
and Business & Economics, had been established.

Located in women’s section, in front of the College of 
Engineering Building. It has been in use since March 2009. 
It is used for a fast food services function as well as for light 
entertainment activity. It houses different types of fast food 
facilities, soft drinks, coffee shop and cafeterias. It has a book-
store, bank, Internet Café and some administrative offices.

The Women’s Engineering College
Located in women’s section behind the Women’s Activities 
Building. It has been in use since January 2009. It is used for 
learning functions, and some students’ activities. It houses 
lecture rooms, labs, auditoriums, faculty member offices, 
meeting rooms, and security.

The Men’s Engineering College
Located at the men’s section in the middle of Qatar University 
Campus. It has been in use since 1984. It starts from section F 
through section J. It is used for learning functions and some 
students’ activities. It houses lecture rooms, labs, auditoriums, 
faculty member offices, meeting rooms and some food 
services.

The Engineering Workshop Building (Men)
Located in men’s section at the end of the College of 
Engineering (Men). It has been in use since 1984. It is used 
for learning and facility functions. It houses offices.

Engineering Annex Building (Men)
Located in male’s section Beside the College of Engineering 
(Men). It has been in use since 1984. It is used for learning and 
administrative functions. It houses computer labs and offices.

College of Arts and Science (Men)
Located at the males’ section at the middle of Qatar University 
Campus. It has been in use since 1984. It starts from section A 
through section E. It is used for learning functions and some 
student’s activities. It houses lecture rooms, labs, auditoriums, 
faculty member offices, meeting rooms and some food services.

The Women’s College of Arts and Science
Located at the women’s section. It has been in use since 2000. 
It is divided into 6 sections (starting from section A through 
section F) and each section serves a branch of which under the 
college. It is used for learning functions and some student’s 
activities. It houses lecture rooms, labs, faculty member 
offices, meeting rooms and some food services.

The Business Operations Department (BOD)
Located in women’s section near the College of Engineering 
(Men). It has been in use since 1984. It operates most of the 
systems in the University, so it is therefore used for administrative 
and technical functions. It houses staff offices, labs, port cabins, 
meeting rooms, workshop, and security rooms.

Information Technology Services (ITS)
Located in men’s section besides the Administration 
building. It has been in use since 1986. It is committed to 
collaborate with the Qatar University community to provide 
excellent information products and services, and enables the 
University to uphold its high standards in teaching, learning 
and outreach. It delivers world class IT services to enable 
Qatar University to be a model national university that offers 
a high quality, learning-centered education. It houses staff 
offices and meeting rooms.

The Administration Building
Located in men’s section at the main road. It has been in 
use since 1984. It is used for administrative function and 
instructions. It houses offices and meeting rooms.

The Educational Technology Building
Located in men’s section, in front of the College of Arts and 
Sciences (Men). It has been in use since 1984. It is used for 
learning functions, and some student’s activities. It houses 
lecture rooms, labs, faculty member offices, meeting rooms 
and some food services.

The Main Men’s Building 
Located at men’s section beside the College of Arts and 
Sciences (Men). It has been in use since 1984. It is used for 
learning functions, and some student’s activities. It houses 
lecture rooms, labs, faculty member offices, meeting rooms 
and some food services.

The Main Women’s Building
Located in women’s section besides the College of Arts and 
Sciences (Men). It has been in use since 1984. It is used for 
learning functions, and some student’s activities. It houses 
lecture rooms, labs, faculty member offices, meeting rooms, 
some food services.

The Men’s Foundation Building
Located in men’s section at the north end of campus on the 
main road. It has been in use since 2004. It is used for learning 
and administrative functions, and some student’s activities. It 
houses lecture rooms, labs, faculty member offices, meeting 
rooms and some food services.
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The Women’s Foundation Building
Located in women’s section to the north and most west 
part of campus. It has been in use since 2004. It is used for 
learning functions, and some student’s activities. It houses 
lecture rooms, labs, faculty member offices, meeting rooms 
and some food services.

The Men’s College of Business and Economics
Located at the men’s section on the main road just before the 
Foundation Building. It has been in use since 2001. It is used 
for learning functions and some student’s activities. It houses 
lecture rooms, labs, faculty member offices, meeting rooms 
and some food services.

The College of Sharia and Islamic Studies/
College of Law Building
Located in women’s section. It has been in use since 2001. It is 
used for teaching functions, and student activities. It houses 
lecture rooms, labs, offices and food services. The third floor is 
occupied for the College of Administration and Economics.

The Al Bidaa Building
Located in women’s section. It has been in use since 1995. It is 
used for learning functions and student’s activities. It houses 
offices, labs, lecture rooms. Part of the building is used as a 
kinder garden for children and educational training for the 
students of Educational College.

The Women’s Car Parking Building
Located in women’s section. It has been in use since 1993. It is 
used for service functions. It houses offices and food services. 
It is considered as a main gate for female students to go to the 
different women’s buildings.

The Admission and Registration Building
Located at the northern border of the men’s and women’s 
sections. It has been in use since 2003. It is used for administrative 
function specially the subject registry and student’s records. It 
houses offices.

The Arena Pavilion Complex
Located at southeast of the men’s section on the main rood. It 
has been in use since 1984. It is used for sportive functions and 
students activities. It houses classrooms, offices, a football stadium 
and encircling track. It supports occupation of 5000 people.

The Main Court Pavilion
Located in men’s section near Arena Pavilion. It has been in use 
since 1984. It is used for sportive functions. It houses offices 
and other facilities. It supports occupation by 900 people.

The Tennis Court Pavilion
Located in men’s section on the main road above the Arena 
Complex. It has been in use since 1984. It is used for sportive 
functions and students activities. It houses offices, playgrounds 
for tennis, handball, and basket ball, and security. It supports 
occupation by 900 people.

The Swimming Pool Pavilion
Located in men’s section near the Arena Pavilion Complex. 
It has been in use since 1984. It is used for sportive 
functions and students activities. It houses offices, 3 
swimming pool, gymnasium hall, and security. It can 
support occupation by 1500 people.

The Men’s Library Building
Located toward the north of the men’s section. It has been in 
use since 1990. It is used for facility functions. It houses offices 
and reading halls.

The Women’s Library and Exhibition Hall Center Building
Located at the southern border of the men’s and women’s 
sections. It has been in use since 1984. It is used for facility 
functions, and it is considered as the distribution building for 
the students’ textbooks. It houses offices and reading halls.

Mosque (Male)
Located in men’s section. It has been in use since 1990. It is used 
for religious functions. It houses a prayer hall and service rooms.

The Medical Clinic
Located in women’s section beside the Women’s Activities 
Building. It has been in use since 1998. It is used for 
treatments and medical functions. It houses offices, testing 
rooms, and a pharmacy.

The Old Central Services Unit
Located in men’s section in front of the Business Operation 
Department. It has been in use since 1984. The Central 
Services Unit is used for service function. It houses service 
machines such as the chillers.

The Men’s Activities Building 
Located in men’s section below the Administration Building. It 
has been in use since 1986. The Men’s Activity Building is used 
for External Relations and Men’s Student Activities, including 
career services. It houses offices, halls, entertainment facilities 
and some food services.

The Women’s Activities Building
Located in the women’s section. It has been in use since 1986. 
The Women’s Activities Building is used for Women’s Student’s 
Activities, Career Services, the Student Counseling Center, and 
the Student Learning Support Center. It houses offices, labs, 
class rooms, entertainment facilities and some food services.
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The Women’s Sports Facility Building
Located in women’s section. It has been in use since 1986. It is 
used for sportive teaching and student activities. It houses a main 
playground, sports halls, lecture rooms, and some food services.

The Bookstore
Located north of the men’s section. It has been in use since 
2002. It is used for service functions and houses offices.

The Islamic Research Center
Located in the men’s section. It has been in use since 2004. It is 
used for research functions and houses offices.

The Research Facilities Buildings
Located outside the campus (Off-Campus), at the original 
site of the old campus. They have been in use since 1984. 
They are used for research and testing functions, and 
houses labs and offices.

The Material Technology Unit
Located in the men’s section. It has been in use since 1984. 
It is used for testing and teaching, and research functions. 
It houses classrooms, labs and offices.

The Central store
Located in men’s section at the junction separating the 
main road and the road to women’s section. It has been 
in use since 1984. It is used for service functions. It is the 
main store in the university and is overseen by the Business 
Operations Department. It houses offices and materials.

The Maintenance Store
Located in men’s section. It has been in use since 1984. It is used 
for service functions and houses offices, stores and workshops.

The Chemical Store
Located in men’s section. It has been in use since 1994. It is used 
for research functions, and houses offices and research labs.
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
