Higher Education (THE) Emerging
Economies Summit in Qatar under
the theme “Building University
Impact Through Resilience and
Innovation”

Under the patronage and in the presence of His
Excellency the Prime Minister and Minister of Interior
Sheikh Abdullah Bin Nasser Bin Khalifa Al-Thani, the
Times Higher Education (THE) Emerging Economies
Summit was launched in Qatar University (QU) in
January of this year. The summit is the first event of its
kind in the Arab world with participation from over 240
researchers and educators from around the world, more
than 35 university presidents and 110 speakers, during
the three-day summit sessions.

Deputy Prime
Minister of Malaysia
speaks at Qatar
University Lecture

The Honorable Dato’ Seri Wan Azizah Wan Ismail,
Deputy Prime Minister of Malaysia delivered a keynote
address yesterday at Qatar University’s (QU) lecture
entitled “The New Malaysia: Navigating the Journey
towards Convergence” in the university’s Ibn Khaldoon
Hall. The Deputy Prime Minister is in Doha along with

a number of official delegates: Hon. Ignatius Darell
Iking, Minister of International Trade & Industry; Hon.
Dato Marzuki Yahya, Deputy Minister of Foreign Affairs;
Hon. Dato’ Ir. Amiruddin Hamzah, Deputy Minister of
Finance; HE Dato Ahmad Fadil Shamsuddin, Ambassador
of Malaysia to Qatar; as well as other senior official
delegates from Malaysian Ministries and agencies.

In his welcoming note, Dr Hassan Al-Derham, President
of Qatar University said, “QU prides in developing
cooperation agreements and memorandums of
understanding with various international universities,
including universities in Malaysia. This comes from the
role that Qatar University is playing on a local, regional
and international level despite being a relatively young
university. Performance indicators such as the 2018 QS
ranking that ranked the university 36 in the “QS Top 50
Under 50” proves as a testament to Qatar University’s
achievements by global standards.”

Dr. Wan Azizah started her keynote address by giving a
brief background on the history of Malaysia and various
past outcomes of socio-political change. She tells the
audience at QU, the steps taken following periods of
change are of particular importance, “Having change
and not managing the convergence that should come
after it is analogous to planting a tree and then not
watering and tending to it. How then do we create this
convergence?”

She began her address by explaining what she means
by convergence, “Convergence exists when various
aspects of our existence are consistent and aligned in a
synergistic manner to enable the attainment of intended
objectives. The opposite is divergence where various
aspects of a society are in contradiction with each
other.”

She adds, “An economy cannot build sustained
competitive advantage if we under-invest in human
capital development.” Dr. Wan Azizah argues that
Malaysia has to be built around a new paradigm. This

new paradigm she is referring to is building a sense

of fraternity in humankind, a notion she says, that is
inspired by the Madinah constitution. “When the Prophet
Muhammad SAW formulated the Madinah constitution
he declared ‘kana ummatan wahidah’, verily this is one
nation.”

“There are two important elements
in creating convergence... the first
is developing strong institutions,
and the second is developing a
new breed of leaders capable of
leading these institutions and
ushering in a new era.”

‘The college will provide a
student-centered approach to
education’

As part of Qatar’s pivotal role in supporting the trend
towards a knowledge economy and achieving the Qatar
National Vision 2030, the College of Dental Medicine
launched this year to provide the community with
distinctive medical care in this vital discipline. Campus
Life speaks to Dean of College of Dental Medicine, Prof
Johann de Vries BChD, BChD (Hons), MDent, FACD,
FPFA, FICD, FADI, who gives us insight into the creation
of the college, what students can expect and the many
benefits of having a home-grown dental college in
Qatar.

How did the idea of creating a College of Dental
Medicine come to fruition? How long has this ‘been
in the works’?

The idea to have a dental college for Qatar has been

in discussion for many years, going back at least 10
years. At that time, the thinking was to start with a

few post graduate programs, which could lead to a
dental college. More recently, the National Oral Health
Committee discussed this further while developing the
Oral Health Strategy/ Pathway for Qatar on behalf of
the Ministry of Public Health. The Oral Health Pathway
recommended that a dental college for Qatar should be
established, and its main objective should be to produce
a sustainable dental workforce for Qatar.

Dean of College of Dental Medicine,
Prof Johann de Vries

How do you see your role as dean and what are
some of your first priorities?

| have been a Dean of several Dental Colleges for nearly
23 years, and | have been a Dental Academic and
Professor for nearly 40 years in South Africa, Canada,
and Australia. Therefore, | have significant experience in
leading a Dental College. A key aspect of my experience
includes the development of various programs and
initiatives in different settings, including the Middle
East. Providing leadership and direction for the new
college will be crucial in establishing the program. That
goes hand-in-hand with ensuring a quality program that
will be benchmarked with the best programs globally.
Evidenced-based education will form the basis of the
teaching and learning experience that the college

will be offering to its students in a student-centered
approach. We will partner with HMC and PHCC, as well
as other health care providers, to jointly deliver the

best outcome. In that way, we will —together— create
a college that will cultivate the most appropriate and
caring oral health care practitioners for Qatar.

How do you foresee this college contributing to the
overall health sector of Qatar in the next few years?
The college will play a significant role in health care
delivery of Qatar. The dental education model that we
will use, which is similar to dental colleges around the
globe, is based on dental students providing dental care
to patients in the final phase of the program: service-
learning. In preparation of these service-learning
experiences, the college will work closely with health
care providers in Qatar to do the necessary planning.
Dental disease is one of the most prevalent diseases in
Qatar. For instance, 88% of children of a specific age
have a dental disease. Therefore, the college will be

an integral part of the strategy to address the disease
burden.

How will the College of Dental Medicine work
alongside other colleges in QU Health?

The college is a contributing member of QU Health and
students will have the opportunity to learn and study
with the other QU Health students. This will enable
students from the different health disciplines to learn
about the benefits of interdisciplinary health care teams
and to become joint leaders of health care overall.
This is needed, because a vital part of the solution for
health care is to work in teams to address challenging,
complex health problems, working collaboratively as
students will complement and strengthen the learning
experiences of all.

What are the advantages of opening this college in
Qu, a college which is already research intensive?
The advantage of QU housing this new college

will be significant. QU Health is a well-established
successful unit that has been functioning for some
time. It would therefore, be a smooth ‘start’ for the
new college program to be implemented as part of

an already successful unit. QU is the university of
choice for Qatari students and the dental program

plan can accommodate Qatari students to provide an
ongoing and sustainable workforce for Qatar. Currently
discussions are underway to have a new oral health
institute in Qatar that will be led by HMC. This will be a
significant step for the college and QU to partner with.

What advice would you give to prospective students
who want to apply to the college?

The best profession that you can join, by far!
Prospective students should talk to the many successful
Qatari dentists in Qatar to find out firsthand why these
individuals have chosen dentistry as a profession and
why they would without doubt make the same choice
again to study dentistry if they had the choose again.

For me as an individual, dentistry has provided
opportunities that may have been difficult to achieve

in other professions. From being in a private dental
practice to a long standing successful academic career,
my dental qualifications opened so many doors for me
personally and provided so many opportunities.

Are there any ways in which this college is unique?
How does it set itself apart from other colleges with
the same discipline?

The college will have a unique degree especially in the
region. The Doctor of Dental Medicine will provide an
excellent opportunity for the graduates to receive the
doctorate. The college will have a unique relationship
with the health care providers in Qatar to provide
clinical care.

As a new college, and the first of its kind in the
state, what challenges do you expect to encounter?
Any new initiative from time to time experiences
challenges during the development and implementation
phase. It is therefore, pertinent and important that
sound planning be done. Actions and the execution must
occur in a very disciplined manner and be the key focus
for the entire implementation team. When challenges
arise, we must deal with it and manage the subsequent
outcomes in the best possible way. And in doing so,
focus on the goal which is to establish a unique college
based on global standards.

Language is one of the most important pillars in
shaping the identity of any individual or community. It
is the incubator of the system of values and ideas that
is based on the individual and society. Maintaining and
focusing on language is therefore an essential part of
a greater effort to promote identity and a system of
values and positive ideas. In this context, the law on the
protection of the Arabic language can be understood
and placed at the forefront, unperturbed by other
languages, instead seen as the society’s legitimate
language.

Academics:

The Law to Support
Arabic Protects our
Culture

The Emir of Qatar HH Sheikh Tamim bin Hamad Al Thani issued on January 14 this year, Law

No. 7 on the protection of the Arabic language, which received much public attention. The law
stipulates that all governmental and non-governmental bodies should abide by the protection
and support of the Arabic language in all activities and events. It obliges ministries, government
entities, public corporations and institutions to use Arabic language in their meetings,
discussions, names, programs, publications, and in their audiovisual or written advertisements.
It also instructs universities and higher education institutions of the State of Qatar to teach in
Arabic and conduct studies and scientific researches as well in Arabic. Below is the opinion of a
number of academics at Qatar University on the importance of this law:

Dr Muna Al-Marzouqi, Associate Dean for Research
& Graduate Studies, College of Law

Law No. 7 of 2019 on the protection of the Arabic
language confirms the importance of preserving

the Arabic language in the society and its use in

all public and private sectors, in the business field,
education and so on. This act serves as a reminder of

Dr Mohammad Mostafa Saleem, Assistant Professor,
Department of Arabic Language and Literature

The issuing of the law to protect the Arabic language,
in a society, is a vital national achievement, because

it prevents the Arabic language from being used just

as an appearance in public events. To be free from
colloquialism and foreign languages, this law is a
starting point in the phase of being empowered to use
Arabic in communication, education, learning, research,
creativity and all walks of life. This new law has gained
a lot of attention in this conscious society, where
people are eager to implement its stipulations through
public and private institutions and administrations,
allowing Arabic to have an effective presence in
society. Qatar’s institutions now have to prepare to put
the law into action, Qatar University has done well to
create the best climate that enables Arabic to be a part
of the university community. For almost two years now,
the University’s official language of communication and
the language of choice in a majority of the academic
courses and programs is Arabic. The future will be even
more promising.

the importance of Arabic in our lives, as we fear that
while the number of foreigners in the state increases,
the Arab-Islamic identity, which is a building block

of society and its Islamic, cultural and civilizational
heritage, could be lost. The protection of language is
not only the responsibility of state institutions and its
employees, but the responsibility of every member

of society to ensure that the Arabic language is used

in correspondence and communications, as well as
among family members. It is important to instill the love
and use of Arabic language in young people, even those
educated in foreign schools.

Dr Mahmoud Kaheel, Assistant Professor, College of
Arts and Sciences

and affiliation, has faced campaigns of doubt on its
capabilities, its longevity and doubt of its ability to
adapt to modern times. To this day, the language faces
challenges that no other language is faced with. Here
we will see the importance of the language and the
reasons for why we should support it in various aspects
of life, scientific and practical, to use the language as a
remedy, to fix where it falls short and care for it, so that
it may occupy its rightful place for future generations
and the sons of our nation.




Dr Muhammad Khalifa Hasan Ahmad, Professor

of Creed and Dawa, College of Sharia and Islamic
Studies

There is no doubt that the status of the Arabic language
in the Arab and Islamic world needs protection and
support at the scientific, educational and cultural level.
This protection must be based on government laws

and decisions to insure the implementation of this
protection. It should not be left to the opinions of the
people, because the Arab language symbolizes the Arab
and Islamic identity and its future. Arabic can be seen
as a vessel for expression for the hopes of a nation and
its future, it represents a nations independence. That is
why colonialism fought against the language, and tried
to replace it with foreign languages or colloquialism.

Here, we find and can see the importance of this law,
which requires Arabic to be the language of instruction
in education, scientific and educational research, the
language in daily life conversations, negotiations,
official correspondence, language of conferences,
treaties, agreements and contracts. We hope that other
Arab nations also adopt this law, and it becomes a
general law that all Arab and Islamic nations follow,
seeing as Arabic is the language of the Holy Quran.
Protecting it is protecting the Quran, Islam and the
Islamic identity.

Dr Rashid Al-Kuwari, Dean of College of Arts and
Sciences

This law is an important manifestation in the
development of civilization, when it is based on
preservation of the pillars and identity of society. We
believe Qatar is expressing itself, as it should, through
issuing this law. There is no doubt that Qatari society
will benefit from the efforts of the state, who through
its leadership, gave us this tool, that can be used in all
aspects of life. This direction requires institutions and
universities to prepare Arabic programs that can be
applied in various literary and scientific fields.

Prof. Dr Mostafa Bouanani, Graduate Program
Coordinator, Department of Arabic Language and
Literature

The issuance of this law to protect the Arabic language,
is considered an important step to enhance the value
and status of Arabic in Qatari cultural and spiritual life,
as well as scientific and educational life. This law is

a conscious effort to invest in “language capital” for
the Arabic language, in communication, civilization

and economy as well. This law, in connection with the
accompanying Arabic language policy, aims at creating
a scientific, intellectual, and educational product, which
corresponds to the Arabic depth that determines the
Arabic language origins and strengthens its presence
among Arabic nations and other countries as well. It
supports its deep intentions and purposes, to place
Arabic in Qatari society first then Arabic society second.
Therefore, the law constitutes an important step to
move away from the emergence of other languages in
Qatar (languages brought by expatriates and residents)
and instills instead Arabic in its place. Instills it through
speaking, economy, and science to insure that Qatar, in
its different contexts -Arabic to Arabic, Arabic to Islamic,
Arabic to International- is capable of influence in all and
has potential to release its linguistic capital globally.

Dr Rachid Bouziane, Head of Department

of Arabic Language

One of the most important ways to maintain national
security, in any country, is to issue laws and legislations
that govern the linguistics of the society and dictate its
journey, taking care to preserve cultural interest and

to prevent imbalances that affect its identity. In this
context, the law that was passed in Qatar came to right
the balance that are of priority concern. In fact, the law
reflects the strategic vision, which does not escape
expert eye on issues concerning linguistic policy and
planning and its direct effect on a nations security, which
is linguistic security.

One of the strongest indicators of the suitability of this
law is expressed in three different legislative articles on
education and research. Articles 5, 6 and 7 is built on the
clear picture of the relationship between what should be
planned in the area of identity and belonging and culture
and most importantly, the linguistic component, with the
area of research and educational development. What
needs to be planned in these two areas are establishing
principles that enable a combination of creation of
knowledge and science, and success in maintaining a
balance of identity and strategy in the field of language,
culture and pride and loyalty to history and civilization.

During the past few years Qatar University has
witnessed a complete upheaval in research of all fields.
This change comes as an aftermath following the
growing interest of state officials in scientific research
and their vision for the future and development of
Qatar. Campus Life met with Dr Aiman Erbad, Director
of Research Planning and Development, Research &
Graduate Studies Office, to discuss scientific research
at the University. Dr Aiman praised the environment

at Qatar University, stressing that faculty members
contribute greatly to the research efforts. He also
clarified that the University wishes to align research
efforts with the needs of the society. Below are excerpts
from this interview:

We started out by discussing research priorities in Qatar
University

Qatar University is currently revising its research
priorities in order to align the general plan with Qatar’s
overall needs. In order to support state plans, the
University will establish in the next phase new research
mechanisms that reformulate and develop scientific
research and research priorities related to health,

biomedicine, humanities, environment, energy and
finally communication and information.

What are the strategic objectives of research and
postgraduate studies?

There are four main objectives for our research and
postgraduate strategy. The first objective is to develop
and support innovation in research areas that align with
national research priorities and the economic and social
needs of society. The second objective is to provide an
environment that supports and establishes a culture of
research and innovation in the university community.
The third objective is diversifying and sustaining
sources of funding for projects and research programs.
The fourth objective is achieving excellence in graduate
programs in order to serve national research priorities
and empowering researchers to enrich the knowledge
economy of the state.

What is new in your administration today?

Research in Qatar University has increased by 422%

in four years. We have also announced university
scholarships for students and faculty, which is available




now for the academic year 2019 and 2020. In 2018

the University produced 1484 scientific researches
revolving around the four research priorities, published
in a variety of periodicals. Through reviewing our
comprehensive research plan, we strive to evaluate the
performance of existing research centers, and study
the possibility of launching new centers during the next
phase.

How many centers are under Qatar University?
Qatar University currently encompasses 17 research
centers in various fields. This includes: Ibn Khaldon
Center for Humanities and Social Sciences, Social
and Economic Survey Research Institute (SESRI),
Environmental Science Center (ESC), Biomedical
Research Center (BRC),

Center for Advanced Materials (CAM) and a number
of other centers each with its own specialization and
affiliated with different faculties.

What has been done about partnering with the private
sector?

Significant efforts are being made to create
partnerships with all sectors in the country and in the
industrial sector. The University is striving to market
its intellectual output and scientific research. Work is
underway to develop a quality system that not only
improves the research deliverables but also ensures
they are implemented on the ground. The University also
aims to increase the number of research grants at the
University, in the framework of establishing a research

base that manufactures and publishes scientific
research, enriching all sectors of Qatar.

Since the deanship of postgraduate studies is affiliated
with the scientific research sector, will this be reflected
in the level of research performance and preparation?
As part of the plan to support and develop research, the
University will increase the number of research planned
for postgraduate studies. Many of the colleges are
already doing great research effort, with participation
reaching 100% in some colleges and between 70-80%
in others, depending on the nature of the program. | can
say that every faculty member in Qatar University is
also a member of our research team, effectively linking
research and teaching together in the University.

In your opinion, how can research be linked to the real
world, in order to reflect on community life?

In lieu of our ambitious plan to develop scientific
research, the University works towards its most
important goal, which is to increase scientific research
impact on the community. This is achieved in several
ways, the first, increasing economic impact by
building a system that launches scientific research
and implementation through startups, that have been
constructed on the basis of scientifically researched
results. The second way to increase the impact is to
increase patents that protect the intellectual property
of the University and market it to big companies. Third,
developing student research in doctoral and bachelor
stages and leading them towards application methods
that are important to society.

How do you plan for the future?

The Office of Research Planning & Development at Qatar University works to formulate and develop strategic
planning initiatives in research, as well as oversee its progress. The office is the channel in which the university
forms relationships with industry. The office is also responsible for developing operating procedures and resources,
tracking compliance with ethical requirements, maintaining the quality of procedures and the integrity of the
research. In addition, the office is also responsible for issues related to innovation, intellectual property, marketing
and entrepreneurship, and engaging academics and researchers to participate in the initiatives that help make Qatar
University a pioneer of research.

The office achieves its mission of cultivating excellence in research at Qatar University by promoting ethical,
innovative, impactful and collaborative research practices among its members supported by high standards of
strategic planning, development, policies and operations.

What are the main challenges you face?

There are a number of challenges, but part of our ambitious plan is to deal with challenges that deal with research
funding and increasing budgets for scientific research at a pace similar to the past, but in the wake of reduced
budgets.

How can the environment of scientific research be stimulated to be more cost-effective?

Innovation, creativity, mindset and management are all the cornerstone for economic growth. Critical innovations
and new creative ways of thinking are always behind big economic upheavals. The general characteristics of the
scientific research environment in Qatar University —which we wish for it to be- is a community environment with
collective action. This ideal environment is accessible even externally, and is aware of other competing areas. It
is an environment of curious and cognitive thirst. Creators do not start from nothing nor are they generated from
a vacuum. They live in an environment of communication between researchers, where information is circulated
ethically. In addition, it is an environment where creative ideas are scouted and given due notice.

Qatar University female students propose
ways to improve Nationally Determined
Contributions (NDCs)

Qatar University (QU) continues a tradition of offering
innovative research-based courses. The International
Investment Law clinic, which is under the umbrella

of the TradeLab clinic, is an example. Through a
combination of practice and theory, it offers a unique
opportunity to analyze thoroughly trade and investment
law and jurisprudence. Highly qualified students work
in small groups under the supervision of professors,
mentors, and beneficiaries. The students address
specific legal questions related to trade and investment
law coming from real clients. Expert-led workshops on
substantive topics related to the projects are organized.
Skills sessions are held to improve legal research,

writing, and analysis. At the end of the semester, the
group submits a written memo, a poster presentation,
and gives an oral presentation of the project.

This semester, Spring 2019, six QU law students are
participating in the International Investment Law clinic.
The students will draft a proposal aiming to improve
Qatar’s trade and investment policies in its Nationally
Determined Contributions (NDCs) under the Paris
Agreement. This clinic is conducted in collaboration
with The Graduate Institute, Geneva; and Georgetown
University, Washington, DC, and Doha; and funded under
a National Priorities Research Program (NPRP) grant.

The project is supervised by QU Press Founding Director and 0il & Gas Law Professor Talal
Al-Emadi, Sir William Blair Chair in Alternative Dispute Resolution and Law Professor Francis
Botchway, and Law Clinical Professor Rafael Brown, from QU College of Law, for the beneficiary:
the Ministry of Municipality and Environment, Office of Undersecretary for Climate Change
Affairs.

in Pharmacy Category at the ASU Pharmacy Fourth
International Conference

Qatar University (QU) College of Pharmacy (CPH)
representatives showed distinguished participation at
the ASU Pharmacy Fourth International Conference, held
in Amman, Jordan, which brings together pharmacy

postgraduate students and some of the most recognized |

names in pharmacy research and education worldwide.
CPH MSc student Alaa Soliman won first place for best
oral presentation award in the clinical pharmacy and
pharmacy practice category.

Ms. Soliman’s research entitled “Creation of an
Inventory of Quality Markers Used to Evaluate
Pharmacokinetic Literature: A Systematic Review,”
was conducted under the supervision of Professor

of Clinical Pharmacy and Practice, Dr. Shane Pawluk
and Assistant Professor, Dr. Kyle Wilby. Associate
Professor of Pharmacoeconomic, Dr. Daoud Al-Badriyeh
also attended the conference as one of the keynote
speakers. The conference recognizes the valuable
research conducted by postgraduate students under
the theme “Recent Trends in Postgraduate Research.” It
witnessed wide participation from students, professors
and researchers including highly recognized names in
pharmacy research and education worldwide.

Ms. Soliman stated, “It was a great experience and

a pleasure to present part of my master thesis in

an international conference and to win first place in
this category. The judges and our competitors were
impressed by the novelty of the project idea and the
efforts that | put in organizing and presenting the
content of the presentation. | hope the end product of
my thesis project, the “First Clinical Pharmacokinetic
Critical Appraisal Tool,” will help users assess the
quality of the published clinical pharmacokinetic studies
and decide whether to apply the results in a clinical
setting.”

She adds, “I want to thank my supervisors Dr. Shane
Pawluk and Dr. Kyle Wilby for their continuous support
and guidance as well as the College of Pharmacy for
giving me this opportunity. As a research team, we are
proud that we were able to achieve another win for our
college.”
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More than 80 scientific papers were
presented in the conference in the
form of oral or poster presentation by
researchers from Jordan and other
countries including UK, Australia,
Germany, USA, Qatar, Palestine and
Iraq. A special session was also held
for academics from various Arab
universities to talk about the latest
developments in the pharmaceutical
world and ongoing and published
research.

Qatar University offers a wide range of opportunities
for students to advance their academic and research
careers, in their respective fields. This is achieved
through a number of academic agreements and
partnerships with relevant institutions in the fields such
as industry, government, academia, business and civil
society, that are in line with the university’s strategy to
improve student output and academic performance, to
launch their abilities, talents and creativity.
Memorandums of Understanding, agreements, and
partnerships are valuable as they enable students to
contribute effectively to academic, cultural and research
activities. They also prepare students for the labor
market through discussion sessions which bridge the
relationship between students, experts, specialists and
decision makers. Such agreements have culminated in
the launch of several chairs on national, regional and
international issues, with the chair officials assisting
students in their graduation and research projects,

as well as providing training opportunities to prepare
them for the labor market. The following are the main
agreements of the year:

Qatar University and Waseda University sign agreement
in Japan to enhance research on Islamic Civilization
Qatar University (QU) and Waseda University, a private
and independent research university in Tokyo, signed
an agreement in Japan during His Highness the Emir
Sheikh Tamim bin Hamad Al-Thani’s two-day official
visit to Japan. QU President Dr. Hassan Al-Derham

and Waseda University President Dr. Aiji Tanaka were
present to sign the agreement, which is of mutual
interest and draws from the two universities common
potential through exchange of best expertise, and
expertise in supporting research activities in the fields
of language, literature, culture, religion, history, politics,
economics, international relations and the two countries
relationship with aspects related to Islamic civilization.
This agreement supports the strong relationship that
Qatar shares with Japan and the spirit of friendship
and partnership that greatly helps to contribute to the

development, knowledge and understanding of the
Islamic identity.

Based on the desire for both parties to develop and
enhance their joint cooperation, the agreement will
also see the establishment of a co-funded “Chair of
the State of Qatar for Islamic Area Studies,” which will
see the contribution of faculty members from both
institutions with the aim of contributing to enhancing
research cooperation between academic institutions
and research centers in various aspects of Islamic
civilization.

Qatar University and Techno Lab to collaborate in

the fields of research, engineering consultancy and
knowledge transfer

Qatar University’s (QU) Qatar Transportation and Traffic
Safety Center (QTTSC) and the College of Engineering
(CENG) sign a research cooperation agreement
yesterday with Techno Lab, a member of Al Ali Holding,
to establish cooperation in the fields of research,
consultancy and knowledge transfer.

The agreement was signed by QU Vice President for
Academic Affairs Dr Omar Al Ansari and Techno Lab
Chairman Sheikh Abdulrahman Bin Jassim Al-Thani in
the presence of officials from both institutions. It aims
to establish collaboration between QU and Techno Lab
in the academic, research and student training and field
support, as well as the exchange of information and
consultancy.

As part of the agreement, the QTTSC will provide Techno
Lab with consultancy and workshops on transportation
and traffic safety, smart transportation and geotechnical
studies. QU’s CENG faculty will also support Techno

Lab projects by ensuring knowledge transfer and
progressive development of existing projects. Techno
Lab will offer training to CENG students, as well as
technical and technological support to QTTSC at all
levels.

QU and Ministry of Health sign MoU which focuses on research
collaboration to serve senior citizens

Qatar University (QU) and the Ministry of Health sign a Memorandum of
Understanding yesterday at the university which covers several areas
including the exchange of technical expertise, as well as consultancy
and training between the two parties; cooperation with experts in QU in
conducting social, health and medical research that meets the needs of
Qatar’s residents and it’s elderly; making use of QU’s research centers
and study areas; and finally jointly organizing seminars, debates and
workshops in particular areas of interest.

Present at the signing are Professor Mariam Al-Ali Al-Maadeed, Vice
President for Research and Graduate Studies; Dr Saleh bin Ali Al Marri,
Assistant Secretary General for Medical Affairs at the Ministry of Public
Health; as well as a number of vice presidents and senior officials of the
Ministry of Health and QU.

Through the MoU, the two parties aim to organize exhibitions with

the aim of enriching knowledge about shared interests. They also

agree to provide vocational training to university students, by

involving them in ministry needed or ministry organized research

and activities, and conducting research and studies that support the
design, implementation and evaluation of policies and programs that
contribute to the development of the social and health of Qatar’s elderly
population.

MoU with Qatar Cancer Society to develop and implement research and
human capacity development programs

Qatar University, represented by QU Health, sign an MoU with Qatar
Cancer Society that includes cooperation to stimulate research projects,
joint educational courses, and striving to develop and implement
research programs, human capacity and exchange programs for student
and staff. The MoU also includes agreement to exchange publications,
reports, information, academic materials and exchange of specialized
activities such as lectures for students and staff, making use of Qatar
Cancer Society’s assembly halls, and allocation of space for an annual
exhibition the society will hold.

The MoU was signed by Vice President for Medical and Health Sciences
and Dean of the College of Medicine (CMED), Dr Egon Toft and Dr

Hadi Mohammed Abu Rashid, Head of Professional Development and
Scientific Research Department at Qatar Cancer Society.

In accordance to the memorandum, the two parties will seek to
establish an effective partnership and create the conditions for a
long-term cooperation in creating, together, awareness activities for the
community. In addition, the two parties will cooperate to develop and
implement a professional development and research program related to
cancer.

A graduate of Qatar University’s (QU) College of
Pharmacy (CPH), Mr. Anmad Amer Alkadour conducted

a comparative economic evaluation between the oral
chemotherapy ‘CAPOX’ and the IV chemotherapy
‘mFOLFOX6’ as the adjuvant treatments of
chemotherapy for colorectal cancer (CRC) in Qatar in his
master’s thesis which he defended last September, with
the title “The Pharmacoeconomics of CAPOX as Adjuvant
Treatment of Colorectal Cancer Patients in Qatar.”

Mr. Ahmad highlighted the positive cost-savings
associated with oral chemotherapy over the intravenous
(IV) chemotherapy for CRC in Qatar, taking into
consideration clinical and quality of life outcomes of the
medications. This study is in support of the recent 2018
changes in the policy of Hamad Medical Corporation
(HMC), where the cost of ‘oral’ chemotherapies for non-
Qataris is now covered by the state.

The oral chemotherapy CAPOX regimen (capecitabine,
oxaliplatin) is considerably more expensive to purchase
than the IV mFOLFOX6 (5-fluorouracil, leucovorin,
oxaliplatin). CAPOX, however, is associated with lesser
hospitalization and adverse drug reactions when
compared to mFOLFOX6. Here, as a direct response to
a request by decision makers at the National Center for
Cancer Care and Research (NCCCR), which is a member
of HMC, and in collaboration with their practitioners,
Mr. Ahmad evaluated the cost-effectiveness of CAPOX
versus mFOLFOX6 in the NCCCR. The evaluation
assessed which of the two regimens costs less in
overall per outcome, going beyond the acquisition

costs of drugs to also evaluate the secondary costs
associated with hospitalization and adverse events.

Mr. Ahmad noted that because of limited follow-up data,
that covers long-term details of CRC patients in NCCCR,
the comparative model of the study was simulation
based, extracting data from a variety of resources. He
says, “The simulation-based evaluation is the future

of healthcare and is appropriate. The current study

was based on a hypothetical cohort of 10,000 patients
in Qatar. Economic, clinical and life quality data were
obtained from medical records at NCCCR, published
literature clinical trials, local databases as well as the
expert opinions of NCCCR practitioners and decision
makers.”

Mr. Ahmad added, “This analysis is the first
pharmacoeconomics evaluation in Qatar and the
region about cancer therapy. It also includes several
methodological aspects that make it uniqgue among
similar studies in international settings.”

The study illustrated the general dominance of
CAPOX over mFOLFOX6 in all clinical, humanistic
and economic aspects. CAPOX is expected to save
QAR 130,395 per additional treated case of CRC, at
least being more effective than mFOLFOX6 with a
higher rate of disease-free survival (DFS) without
adverse drug reactions. The dominance of CAPOX
was maintained in 52.5% of cases in the cost per
quality of life analysis and in 100% of cases in the
cost per DFS analysis.

The magazine strives to diversify
its topics so the Arab reader can follow all that is new in
the intellectual and information world in Arabic.

Since its launch, the magazine has acquired an
International Standard Serial Number, for both electronic
and print copies, and also established its own subpage
in the Qatar University webpage, which can be found

at www.qu.edu.ga/ansaq. This allows the magazine to
reach a wide audience of the world’s interested readers.

Since its launch the magazines ambition is to be a
serious scientific platform, that pertains to international
standards and audiences, and as such the magazine
receives scientific and editorial consultancy from the
most competent professors in Qatar, the Arab world and
also some European nations. This will expand to include
a larger number of professors in linguistics, literature,
critique, semiotics, lexical and translation in the Arab
world, the United States and other European countries.

Ansaq Magazine relies on a strict editorial policy, in
which it only publishes serious new research that is
unique in its field and must not have been published
previously in any other journal or presented at any
conference or seminar. It also asks researchers
interested in having their research published to make
sure their research adds value in some way to the
knowledge and science capital in the Arabic language,
sciences and literature. Their research must also be
between 4000 to 8000 words.

The magazine is set to enter QU Press, the University’s
publishing house, where it will develop further at

the start of the next year. Most notably, QU Press

will possibly publish a book that includes distinctive
and exceptional research, as well as conference
work, thereby opening itself up to other departments
interested in science, language and literature, such as
the Department of Linguistics and English language.

Ansaq Magazine is aligned with the country’s
artistic climate. The cover page is published

by a Qatari artist, tying the magazine with the
culture and showcasing Qatari art to a wide and
international audience.

The magazine receives dozens of research requests
monthly. The magazine’s editorial board works
diligently to respond to these requests promptly,
and shortlist the research provided it meets all
requirements. Once the publication is approved,
authors are informed for approval and to specify
the issue count and date of publication.

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Qatar University (QU) announced in a press conference the new College of Dental Medicine, which, starting from September
2019, will offer a six-year program leading to the degree of Doctor of Dental Medicine (DMD). With a yearly intake of up

to 25 students, 70% of students are expected to be Qatari high-school applicants from within Qatar. As the fourth college
under QU Health, the new college will complement the existing health-related Colleges of Medicine, Pharmacy, and Health
Sciences, and hence expand the possibilities of inter-professional learning at the university. This is the first dental medicine
college in Qatar and the 10th college for QU.

Dr Hassan Al-Derham, expressed his enthusiasm in launching the new college and said in his statement, “As part of
Qatar’s pivotal role in supporting the direction towards a knowledge economy, and to achieve the Qatar National Vision
2030, we establish this new college, the College of Dental Medicine, to provide the community with the necessary medical
competencies in this important discipline.”

Dr Egon Toft, Vice President and Founding Dean of the College of Medicine commented saying, “The new college will

be in direct response to meet the demand for dental and oral health care due to the comparatively high prevalence of

oral disease in Qatar. The establishment of the College of Dental Medicine is hence in line with the Qatar National Health
Strategy 2018-2022, under which the Ministry of Public Health started several initiatives promoting oral health. The
program will address one of the main recommendations of the National Oral Health Roadmap, to “educate our own” dental
workforce, and in the process provide a sustainable and self-sufficient solution for dental workforce. Delivered in close
collaboration with Hamad Medical Corporation (HMC) and the Primary Health Care Corporation (PHCC), students will benefit
from early clinical experience in state-of-the-art facilities including a dental simulation clinic and academic dental hospital
at HMC, student-tailored elective studies, community-based education, and research possibilities, which are key elements
of the curriculum.

Subject-oriented learning, mainly during the common first year at QU Health, meets organ-centered modular teaching and
clinical skills training, achieving a full integration of all relevant knowledge and skill domains.”

Dr Abdullatif Al-Khal, HMC’s Deputy Chief Medical Officer and Director of Medical Education says: “Hamad Medical
Corporation, in collaboration with Qatar University, has been working closely to establish the new College of
Dentistry, and this new college is an important addition. We at Hamad Medical Corporation have a strong need for
dentists to provide their services in this area especially with the increase in the number of oral patients and the
scarcity of students in this specialty, the College of Dentistry came at the perfect time to fill the gap in this area.”

The world is filled with a variety of languages and dialects
and every now and then voices are raised to demand the
preservation of what they have, whether it is a dialect or

No matter if they come from the East or the
West, people consider language to be a major pillar of their
culture and an integral part of their civilization.

We hope to
witness the change that the new decree of protecting the
Arabic language issued by His Highness the Emir Sheikh
Tamim bin Hamad al-Thani, will have on the youth and its
effect on their love of reading and writing.

The Protection of the Arabic Language Law, No. 7 of
2019, obliges ministries, government entities, public
corporations and institutions to use Arabic language in
their meetings, discussions, official documents, names,

programs, publications, and in their audiovisual or

written advertisements. Furthermore, the law states that
Arabic is the language of talks, negotiations, memos

and correspondence with governments, regional and
international organizations with a text in the other
language approved for those bodies. The law also makes
Arabic as the official language of education in public
educational institutions, unless the nature of some courses
requires teaching in another language, as decided by the
Ministry of Education and Higher Education. Universities
and higher education institutions of the state are obliged
to teach in Arabic unless the nature of academic programs
requires teaching in another language. In addition, all
research papers funded by governmental entities shall be
in Arabic and it could be published in other languages as
long as an Arabic abstract is provided.

The law highlights the interest of the government in an
education system that focuses on the Arabic language

that could bring pride to the knowledge seeker. This will
also lead to the rise of the research papers and submitted
patents in Arabic. The government’s attention on the Arabic
language will bring it back to the front lines and will be
one of the main tools for various creative outlets in the
community of Qatar.

We will reap the fruits of this decree in the shape of a
valuable educational experience and the return to the
classic books to find reference and wisdom. Knowledge
seekers in the country will find a wealth of resources that
will reveal to them the beauty of their country and culture.
They will be able to learn about the pioneers of art and
linguistics. The issue of this decree is the start of a new
road for all of us to be held accountable to raise awareness
about our culture and language.

Obesity, which is characterized as an inflammatory
disease, is considered one of the most common medical
conditions in the world. According to the International
Association for The Study of Obesity (IASO), Qatar ranks
sixth globally. Body mass index (BMI) is the most popular
index to define obesity, but there are better methods of
evaluating obesity such as waist circumference and waist
to length ratio.

There are three most commonly used measures in
identifying obesity, BMI, waist circumference and waist to
height ratio.

BMI of 18.5 — 24.9 is considered normal, from 25 — 29.9
is considered overweight, and from 30 — 34.9 is obese.
BMI calculation can be calculated as follows (weight over
height squared).

Waist circumference predictor of abdominal obesity

(accumulation of fatty tissues around the abdominal area).

Studies have shown WC of 40 inches or more (102 cm)
in men, and of 35 inches or more (88 cm) in women, is
associated with elevated cardiovascular disease.

Waist-to-height ratio has been shown as a strong
predictor of cardiovascular risk and mortality in line with
assessing obesity. According to the study we conducted
in the association between waist-to-height ratio on the
biomarkers of inflammation in female students, the

results have shown significant association between waist
to height ratio and biomarkers of inflammation in obese
people.

Obesity intervention starts with educating the person
and ends with lifestyle modifications. Obese people and
overweight whose BMI is between >25-30 kg/m2 are
recommended to lose 10% of their initial body weight by
the World Health Organizations and National Institution
of Health. Losing weight requires a personal effort and
patience.

Behavioral modification is the first step in lifestyle
treatment changes toward a successful weight loss
journey. Start with setting goals, change beliefs, enhance
motivation and provide regulation skills like self-
monitoring.

Here are some important tried and tested tips that can help
with weight loss:

1. Carefully plan meals to help stick with your goal.

2. Don’t ban foods that you love or crave. Also, steer away
from the word “diet.” Psychologically refraining from
indulging in wants affects the human brain and makes
you want it more. Instead reduce your portions and try to
compensate with a walk or drinking more water.

3. Lastly, remove any temptations from your kitchen
drawers and office as their presence will tempt you to
indulge without realizing it.

Writing and Reading in the
Age of Visual Imagery

With the recent spread of social media, literacy rates
among the younger generation has dropped significantly,
with young people favoring the culture of animation, which
provides content freely and easily. This is reflected on
language, where the mind has been trained to process
information in a fun and easy way, which is seeing
information visually. Whereas language that is printed or
written, requires much more involvement of the brain in
processing information, thereby making it more arduous
for the younger generation.

In the face of this new problem, it’s important to find ways
to restore youth’s relationship with reading and writing,
with a primary focus on reading, as it is a vessel for
writing. But how is that achieved?

Perhaps the two most important rules when trying to
return to reading, and transforming it into an effective,
fruitful process that instills pleasure, is first to start with
simple, entertaining books, so as to ensure the reading
is continuous. The reader can begin with short stories
or illustrated texts. If the reader is at an age where they
are attached to visuals, then they can read the famous
international books “Puss in Boots” or “Snow White.”

At a later phase, when the reader has seen books as
entertaining, they can begin reading the series by Dr.
Abdur Rahman Rafat Pasha “Stories from the Lives of the
Sahabah” and “Stories from the Lives of the Followers,”
which are beautiful, engaging stories that are useful. Once
this phase is over, the reader can move on to novels.

Upon reaching this stage, it’s best that the reader combign

reading novels with old fables such as “Kalila and Demna.
The reader should then choose works that improves their
approach to language, aesthetic taste and help embrace
the culture of learning, such as “Awraq Al Ward”

by Mostafa Saadeq Al-Rafe’ie, or “Qisas min al-Tarikh” and
“Qisas min al-Hayat” by Sheikh Ali Al-Tantawi and similar
books.

But if the reader is older, they can start with picture books
and move directly to short stories, without pictures, such
as Abd al-Rahman Ra’fat Pasha or Anton Chekhov.

They can also be entertained through Al-Tantawi and
Al-Rafe’ie, and read series by geniuses and leaders and
books by Malek Bennabi. Once the reader is at this stage,
they can read anything they choose to read, as long as
they remain committed to also reading fables, in order to
find reading pleasurable.

If the individual wants to use reading to improve writing
skills, then he or she can keep a notebook in which they
record all the sayings they liked while reading, which they
can refer to when wanting to improve their writing.

Al-Nadwi in Qatar University

Throughout the years, Qatar University has hosted a
variety of Islamic figures who have influenced thinking
and knowledge within the university. Among these many
thinkers is Abul Hasan Ali Hasani Nadwi, who achieved
fame through his pioneering works, including the book
“What did the World Lose with the Decline of Muslims?”
Al-Nadwi was born in the village of Tekia in India in
1914 and died in 1999. In April 18, 1995, he visited Qatar
University upon invitation from the College of Sharia

and Islamic Studies (CSIS), where he delivered a lecture
entitled “The Reality of Muslims and How They Confront
Them.”

Lecture: The Role of Arab and Muslim Scholars in the
Mathematics Renaissance

The former department of cultural affairs at Qatar
University witnessed a culture oriented period from April
27,1982. Head of Mathematics Department in Assiut
University in Egypt, Dr Mustafa Saleh Abdulhadi spoke at a
lecture entitled “The Role of Arab and Muslim Scholars in
the Mathematics Renaissance” where a number of officials
from Qatar University attended as well as those interested
in the topic.

During the lecture, it was explained that Arab and Muslim
scholars had a keen interest in mathematics and its
various branches, focusing their interest in two distinct
directions. The first, the theoretical aspect, in which

they absorbed fully the subject and create a number of
new innovations. The second, the application process, in
which they initiate practical and useful studies in science
related to mathematics such as astronomy, mechanical
engineering, electrical engineering, architecture,
inheritance, business and other sciences or careers that
require mathematical proficiency.

The Association of Arab Universities (AARU)

Qatar University’s campus hosted the 24th session for The
Arab Council for Higher Studies and Scientific Research
“Higher Education Economics in the Arab World and its
Development,” which took place in October 1991, which
saw the participation of presidents, deputies and deans
of Arab universities. One issue that was discussed during
the conference is the research “Funding or Investment

in Higher Education in the Arab World and Comparing it
with Funding in Developed and Developing Countries,”
presented by Dr. Abdullah Bu Btana, education expert in
in the UNESCO Regional Education Office. In addition, the
research “The Role of Higher Education Organizations in
the Social Development of Society,” was also discussed,
a research conducted by Dr Abdullah Al-Kubaisi, Second
President of Qatar University, along with Dr Mahmoud
Mustaga Qambar, Head of Education Assets in the
University at that time.

The First Conference of Chemistry and its Applications

In 1993, the chemistry department at Qatar University
organized the First International Conference on Chemistry
and its Application, which was attended by over 200
scientists, representing 34 international and Arab countries.
The conference, which took place from December 7-9,
attracted 26 scientists as invited speakers, to enrich the
conference with their research and lectures. Among these
invited scientists is Dr Ahmed Zewail, who went on to win
a Nobel Prize in chemistry only six years later for his work
in femtochemistry. Also, in attendance was Dr Mustafa
Amr El-Sayed, winner of the 2007 US National Medal of
Science. Dr Mustafa is the first American of Arab origin to
receive this award, for his diverse achievements in the field
of chemistry and was awarded the medal in a ceremony at
the White House. On the occasion of the commencement
of the conference, President of the Conference, Dr Ibrahim
Saleh Al-Naimi said in a speech: “Since Qatar University’s
establishment in 1973, the University has focused on
advancing Qataris as its primary goal. We finalized he

main infrastructure and preparations for modern scientific
research and selected an elite group of scientists, which has
enabled the University to reach new heights among other
leading Arabic and international universities.”

The College of Education organizes the First Childhood
Conference

Under the slogan “Towards Better Support for the Education
and Development of Children,” the Childhood Diploma
Program in the Department of Psychological Sciences,
College of Education organizes “The First Childhood
Conference” on January 5-6, 2008. The conference
discussions focused on working papers that dealt with the
partnership of parenting.

The conference was
jointly organized by Qatar University; The United Nations
Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO);
