The pandemic has caused significant disruptions to routine immunization
services, with many children missing out on critical vaccines that can protect them from illnesses,
disabilities, and even death. Vaccines have saved more lives than any other medical intervention in history,
and the history of immunization dates back to the 15" century.

With unprecedented speed,
safe and effective vaccines for
COVID-19 were developed,
produced, and distributed
around the world. The first
COVID-19 vaccine doses were
administered just one year after
the first case of the disease was
detected in December 2019.
