The high school grade requirements
mentioned in this section are minimum scores, they do not guarantee
admission. Admission to Qatar University is extremely competitive and
satisfying the minimum academic requirements does not guarantee admis-
sion according to the strength of the applicant pool and the available
capacity within each college and major.

- All applicants to Qatar Unives ity must complete a minimum 12 years of
formal education.

- Transcript results must be certified by the appropriate educational agency
- Achieve minimum required scores for admission.

- Awarded a High School Diploma in a General Studies Curriculum with a
