Organized by QU Student Activities Department, the organization’s celebrations
featured a packed program of activities which took place outside of the Library on
December 13 for male students and at the Women’s Sport Hall on December 14 for
female students.

The first-day celebrations included a seminar on the law regarding treatment of
the Qatari flag and performances entitled “The Love of the Nation” by students
Hussein AlKosairi and Abdullah AlHallabi. A performance entitled “Allah Akbar Ya
Watan” by Fahed Al Sahel and Khaled Dalwan was also part of the celebratory
program, as well as a poetry recitation by well-renowned Qatari poet Mohammad
bin Nasser Al Mannai and performances of traditional sword dances (ardah).

The second-day celebrations featured a live operetta on Qatar’s past, present

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Research led
by CMED
faculty reveals
“artificial”
thyroid cancer
epidemic
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Research led by a faculty member at
Qatar University College of Medicine
(QU-CMED) finds doctors globally are
over diagnosing patients with the
most common from of thyroid cancer,
creating an artificial epidemic that
costs billions of dollars in unnecessary
medical care costs annually.

CMED Associate Professor of Clinical
Epidemiology Dr Suhail Doi who is the
principle investigator in the study said
diagnoses of differentiated thyroid
cancer globally had increased three-
fold internationally during the past

25 years -- up to 15-fold in countries
with widespread thyroid screening
programs -- despite no change to the
disease’s low death rate.

“Differentiated thyroid cancer mainly
involves papillary and follicular
tumors that don’t usually progress
to clinical forms of cancer, but overly
meticulous examinations are detecting
the condition in the early stages and
resulting in unnecessary surgeries,”
said Dr Doi, who is also a Clinical
Epidemiologist at the Australian
National University (ANU) Research
School of Population Health and a
Specialist in Endocrinology.

“Active monitoring rather than

intervention is appropriate in many
cases, similar to how doctors treat
prostate cancer today,” Dr Doi said.

About 2,500 new cases will be
diagnosed in Australia this year.

Thyroid cancer surgery has substantial
consequences for patients -- most
must receive lifelong thyroid-
replacement therapy, and some have
complications from the procedure
including damage to nerves and
surrounding glands.

Dr Doi said the research findings,
published in the Journal of Clinical
Oncology (JCO), would inform clinical
guidelines around the world on
appropriate treatment for differentiated

thyroid cancer, and also help to
educate the general public about the
condition.

“People with this type of thyroid cancer
can sometimes live until normal life
expectancy with the condition and
usually die from other causes, so there
is no point diagnosing and intervening
if the cancer is acting in a benign way
and not causing any problems,” Dr Doi
said.

He added: “Only some of these cases
require treatment if and when the
condition progresses to clinical forms
of cancer.”

In 2019, the projected medical care
costs for differentiated thyroid cancer
in United States is estimated to be
more than US$3 billion.

“The medical costs for differentiated
thyroid cancer in Australia could be
about $US300 million in 2019, if we
extrapolate from the US projection,”
he said.

Dr Doi and his colleagues analyzed
international autopsy data, including
from regions that had high and low
instances of differentiated thyroid
cancer, from the 1960s to 2007.

They were able to demonstrate that
incidental and clinically inapparent
differentiated thyroid cancer has
remained unchanged over six decades,
confirming for the first time that the
epidemic has been driven by increasing
detections of cancer.

Dr Doi said: “Ultimately, this research
will help improve thyroid cancer
patients’ quality of life and reduce
avoidable burden on health systems.”

Other co-authors of this study are ANU
PhD student Luis Furuya-Kanamori,
Dr Katy Bell from University of Sydney,
and Justin Clark and Professor Paul
Glasziou at Bond University.

Dr Hassan Al Derham inaugurates new academic year 2016

Sets out plans, principles in Annual Convocation

The new academic year was inaugurated on September 28 with the Annual Convocation address, in which Qatar University
(QU) President Dr Hassan Al Derham highlighted the organization’s strategic transformation, and discussed its ongoing efforts
towards the achievement of a “QU Model” and to advance its positioning among top universities worldwide.

The event was attended by QU leadership, deans, heads of departments, program directors, faculty members, staff, students
and alumni. Dr Al Derham also honored QU members in various categories -- Outstanding Faculty Service Award, Outstanding
Teaching Award, Media Award, and Young Alumnus Award.

In his remarks, Dr Al Derham welcomed the attendees and wished them a successful year towards the fulfillment of QU goals
and objectives. He noted that QU has started its strategic transformation towards the achievement of a “QU Model” through
nine (9) pillars. He said: “The first pillar focuses on advancing QU’s role as Qatar’s premier national University that provides
high-quality education. The second pillar aims to strengthen the organization’s role as a social and strategic partner in national
development, while the third and fourth pillars focus on maximizing admission opportunities within the University and on
providing smooth opportunities for students from various cultural backgrounds, as well as various professional and academic
interests.”

On the fifth pillar, Dr Al Derham stressed the importance of providing academic and research programs that align with
international standards and with the principles of Arabic and Islamic culture and identity. He observed that the sixth and
seventh pillars aim to prepare distinguished national leaders and to benefit from QU’s resources to develop the national human
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capital towards building a knowledge-
based economy. He went on outlining
the eight and the ninth pillars that
focus respectively on making QU a
role model in terms of financial and
human resources and on enhancing
the organization’s engagement through
the establishment of a university board
and the enhancement of the role of the
college and department boards.

He added: “The University has adopted
a number of indicators to benchmark
its strategic achievements. They
include an increase in the percentage
of students graduating within the
period of 4 years to 60%, the decrease
of the period spent by students at

the University to graduate from 5.9
years to 4.5 years, the establishment
of 5 interdisciplinary research

centers for graduate studies, the
increase of professor appointments
within the faculty body to 25%, and
the enhancement of QU position in
international rankings to become one
of the top 300 universities in the world
and among the best 200 universities in
at least two minors.”

Dr Al Derham also highlighted the
recent successes that QU has achieved
in international rankings, noting that
the University has been ranked No 393
in the QS World University Rankings, No
49 in the QS Top 50 under 50 ranking,

and among the best 600 universities
in Times Higher Education (THE) World
University Rankings 2016/17.

The performance indicators are grouped into five areas: Teaching -- the learning
environment (30%), Research -- volume, income and reputation (30%), Citations
-- research influence (30%), International outlook -- staff, students and research
(7.5%), and Industry income -- knowledge transfer (2.5%).

An earlier milestone achievement in September this year saw the university
ranked #49 in the QS Top 50 under 50 ranking, held among the most prominent
universities established within the last 50 years. QU qualified for inclusion as it
featured in the latest edition of the QS Top 50 under 50 ranking, and is 43 years
old (foundation year 1973). This followed another success when QU achieved
No 393 in the QS World University Rankings 2016/2017 among the top 400
universities in the world.

Physical activity improves physical
health and boosts mental wellness.
It also relieves tension, anxiety,
depression, and anger. Most people
note an improvement in their well-
being over time as physical activity
becomes a part of their routine.

The health benefits of regular exercise

Everyone benefits from exercise,
regardless of age, gender or physical
ability.

Moderate exercise has health benefits
such as:

Reducing the risk of heart disease:
Sedentary activities can increase
your risk of cardiovascular disease. A
study showed that adults who watch
more than 4 hours of television a day
have an 80% increased risk of death
from cardiovascular disease. Exercise
improves blood circulation, which
reduces the risk of heart disease. It
also reduces risk of stroke by 20% in
moderately active people and by 27%
in those who are highly active.

lipoprotein (HDL), or “good” cholesterol

Exercise can help prevent excess
weight gain or help maintain weight
loss.

The more
intense the activity, the more calories
you burn.

Boosting energy level: Without
regular physical activity, the body
slowly loses its strength, stamina and
ability to function well. Exercise helps
prevent chronic illnesses and diseases
associated with aging. People who

are physically active and at a healthy
weight live about 7 years longer than
those who are not active.

Relieving stress: Physical activity
helps increase the production of
endorphins in your brain, and also
improves the ability to sleep, which in
turn reduces stress.

Improving self-image: Physical
activity stimulates various brain
chemicals that may leave you more
relaxed. You may also feel better about
your appearance and yourself when
you exercise regularly, which can boost
your confidence and improve your
self-esteem.
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
